I’m writing this on Martin Luther King, Jr. Day. I have found him to be one of the 

most influential people in my life. He lived his faith. He fought for what he knew 

was right. And he lost his life for doing so.

Injustice anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere.  

Our lives begin to end the day we become silent about things that matter.  

The time is always right to do what is right.  

Free at last, Free at last, Thank God almighty we are free at last.  

In the end, we will remember not the words of our enemies, but the silence of our 

friends.  

Life's most persistent and urgent question is, 'What are you doing for others?  

The ultimate measure of a man is not where he stands 

in moments of comfort and convenience, but where he 

stands at times of challenge and controversy.  

Faith is taking the first step even when you don't see 

the whole staircase.  

The moral arc of the universe bends at the elbow of 

justice.
