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Pastor Sue’s Newsletter Article  
July 2020 

 

 First, I thank my God through Jesus Christ for all of you, because your faith is pro-

claimed throughout the world. For God, whom I serve with my spirit by announcing the 

gospel of His Son, is my witness that without ceasing I remember you always in my 

prayers, asking that by Godõs will I may somehow at last succeed in coming to you.

2. Our sanctuary can accommodate around 50 worshippers,  

    using the guidelines established by our insurance company.  

3. We will be asking people to sign -up either on -line or call the office,  

    so we can keep track of numbers.  

4. We will be social distancing and using every other pew.  

5. The 8:00 service will be recorded and available on YouTube later that day.  

 

 Please know that, while worship will be òdifferent,ó it is our hope and prayer that 

it will be a meaningful experience. Not being able to use every pew could mean that 

you may not be able to sit in your usual place. We ask for your patience and under-

standing while we navigate these guidelines.  

 

 If you are not comfortable retuning to worship, it is completely understandable. 

We will be offering worship on -line for the foreseeable future.  

 

 As always, you remain in my pray-

ers. Please pray for our Church Council 

as we discuss best practices for our 

congregation. If you have any ques-

tions, please call or email me.

Todayõs version of the hymn in English 

has been around since 1905.  It has stood the test of time.  

 

 We are reminded in this hymn of the importance of vision.  Having a visionary 

attitude is often the difference between success and mediocrity.  There is a classic sto-

ry of two shoe salesmen who were sent to a primitive island to determine business po-

tential.  The first wired back, òComing home immediately, no one here wears shoes.ó  

The second salesman checked in with the company with this message, òSend a boat-

load of shoes immediately.  The possibilities for selling shoes here are unlimited.ó 

 

 As Christians, our awareness of Christ in all His fullness and all His power is our 

vision.  This hymn lifts a yearning and prayer for constant awareness, vision of the 

fullness and power in Christ.  Notice some of the phrasing; òLord of my heart,ó òThy 

presence my light,ó òBright heavenõs sun,ó òHeart of my own heart.ó 

 

 The promise of the hymn is that when we allow God to have the first place in our 

lives, He is the treasure we pursue.  We move away from òManõs empty praiseó into the 

fullness of life in Christ.  Our prayer is that God grants us a vision of what we may do 

in life as we follow and put our reliance in Godõs power.
